If, as a beginner, you are uncertain about what a particular item is on the supply

list, please call or email the teacher.

Give yourself plenty of time to purchase that item (by mail if necessary).

For those classes that require a wooden hoop, prepare as follows:
To wrap a wooden hoop, take the inside ring of the hoop and wrap it with %2
inch wide twill tape tightly overlapping the tape about 1/4 inch for each
revolution. This will make your hoop tighter and keep your fabric from

slipping.
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SKILL LEVELS

Skill levels are listed below to help make class choices easier. Not all classes,
however, have a skill level listed. Some classes will feature computerized embroidery
and some will feature free motion embroidery. Rhoda Oakes is offering a beginner level
free motion embroidery class, for those wishing to explore or enhance their abilities in
this technique.

Beginner: You should be able to put materials in the hoop, (1) change needles, (2)
change threads and rethread the machine, (3) adjust tension for straight stitch and
zigzag for free motion embroidery.



Intermediate: For Free Motion Embroidery: You have all the beginner skills plus: (1)
can blend or shade designs using free motion techniques, (2) may have taken classes
in technigues such as cut work, reverse appliqué, Battenberg lace, and monograms, (3)
have experience with different types of threads and needles, (4) have a touch of self

confidence.

Advanced: You have all the above skills plus: (1) have more than a basic knowledge of
machine embroidery, (2) are comfortable with minimal instructions, (3) have experience
with many types of thread, and stabilizers and needles (4) have extensive training
through classes and seminars, (5) may or may not have been an instructor, (6) may

have created or developed new projects or techniques.
