Class Title: Lily Pond  6 hours

Create your own lily pond which can be used as a table decoration or make a large 
pond to be used for a table runner.  

Kit Fee $7.00 

Kit includes fat quarter green fabric, 18òx1İò green bias, fat eighth yard of Dura-Bond 
stabilizer, 1 yard 3/8ò cording, 4 pieces of organza, I piece of taffeta, patterns and 
directions. 

SUPPLIES:  ½ yard paper backed fusible webbing, thread to match pond fabric-golden 
yellow, deep blue, and 2 shades of lavender thread.  ½-1 yd ñpond ñfabric, ½ yd batting, 
2 yards of heavy weight water soluble film. 6ò and 8ò hoops, extra-fine point Sharpie 
pen. Sew Slip or Free-Motion slider (optional).

Class Title: Crazy Patchwork Sweatshirt  6 hours 
Jan Foss 

 
Techniques used in class 
Crazy patch, use of decorative machine stitches with an array of decorative threads.  
Once piecing is complete the overall sweatshirt, now jacket, will be free-motion quilted. 
 
Design source 
Instructorôs own design

Description of Class Content 
In this class the students will learn how to apply crazy patches to their sweatshirts while 
also learning how to use those decorative stitches that are seldom touched on their 
machines.  Students will explore using different thread types to achieve the look they 
desire.  Free-Motion embroidery quilting brings the whole jacket together.   
 
NOTE: If students have pieces of fabric embroidered, these can be incorporated into the 
jacket.  So bring along all those stitch-outs you donôt know what to do with! 
Some students may want to follow a theme, all batiks, Christmas, Fall, Sports, Floral, 
the possibilities are endless.

¶ Sweatshirt color of your choice, one size larger than you usually wear.

Embroidery design - the orchid that appears on the sample or you may bring your own 
design for a 5x7 hoop.

ǒ   One yard interesting cotton fabric, sample is done on a hand painted cotton. 
ǒ   One half yard coordinating cotton fabric for lining

ǒ   Sewing thread and wound bobbins to match fabrics   
ǒ   An assortment of embroidery threads 
ǒ   Bobbins wound with embroidery bobbin thread

Class Title: Pansy Medley Appliqué on Jeans   6 hours

Take an ordinary pair of jeans and turn them into an embellished masterpiece 
This project can be done free motion embroidery or computerized machine embroidery 
 
Kit Fee:  None 
 
Supply List:  

¶ Pair of jeans on which you can unstitch a leg seam.  It is preferable to be able to 
unstitch the out-seam 

¶ USB Flash drive for saving design 

¶ Seam ripper 

¶ Sewing thread and bobbin to re-stitch jeans seam 

¶ Small scissors for trimming appliqué fabric  

¶ Fat quarter of green fabric for leaves  

¶ Three pieces of fabric ï colors of your choice ï for the flowers cut 4ò square 

¶ Glue stick ï temporary spray adhesive 

¶ 1 yard fusible medium weight tear away stabilizer 

¶ Two bobbins wound with bobbin thread 

¶ Embroidery thread ï  
o Silver gray 
o Green to compliment green fabric 
o Three colors each (light , medium, dark)  to compliment each flower fabric 

For Free Motion Embroidery: 

¶ One 20ò x 9ò piece of clear (non- fibrous) water soluble stabilizer 

¶ 10ò Free Motion embroidery hoop with inner ring wrapped 

¶ All Supplies listed above except the Flash Drive

Working with fusible fleece, fusible Peltex/Timtex and attaching grommets.

Purchase pattern (My Favorite Bag) from your local quilt store or

Description of Class Content 
This 18ò tall x 15ò wide x 5ò deep bag is perfect for a class, travel, or shopping.  I have 
lengthened the straps to hang from the shoulder.

Supply List: 

¶ Purchased pattern (see above) 

¶ Fabrics and other supplies as listed on pattern back. NOTE: If you wish to 
lengthen the straps, increase strap yardage to ¾ yd. 

¶ Magnetic clasp for closure 

¶ Core board (5ò x 15ò) for bottom bag support. 

¶ General Sewing Supplies 

¶ Sewing Machine 

¶ Sewing thread to match project 

¶ Rotary cutter/mat

Foundation Paper piecing, general piecing, setting triangles and quilting techniques.

Free download. Quilterôs Newsletter website. (url unavailable) 
 
Description of Class Content 
This table runner uses three paper-pieced blocks.  By adding setting triangles, sashing 
and borders, you will have a beautiful table runner for the holidays. 
 
Kit Fee: $15.00 
 
Kit Content:  
All fabrics for three paper-pieced blocks, paper for foundation piecing with printed 
pattern plus beads for poinsettia centers.

Quilting, piecing, and fusing

Free download at P & B Textiles (www.pbtex.com/PBTex_CHLObakpak.pdf) 
NOTE: When getting pattern from website, print the pattern in color.  This will make 
fabric substitutions easier. 
 
Description of Class Content 
Fabric strips of your choice are sewn together to create a piece of fabric to be used for 
the main body of the backpack/purse.  Students will learn fusing techniques along with 
how to use Timtex in multiple areas of a project.  Strap placement depends on your 
choice of making a pack or a purse.  Combine this with a complimentary fabric, for the 
flap for a stunning finished project.
